Phil Singleton, ICW Health and Safety Officer discusses the major hazard involved in constructionAccording to the Health and Safety Executive (HSE), falls during the construction phase is still the single biggest cause of deaths and injuries to workers. Under the requirements of the Construction (Design & Management) Regulations 2007 designers are required to eliminate or reduce foreseeable risk to an acceptable level when preparing their designs.

While attending meetings with designers I frequently hear proactive dialogue regarding the prevention of falls, however this is usually in reference to window cleaning, cyclic maintenance requirements or other post completion matters related to a building.

HSE inspectors often ask what more can be done to reduce the fatalities during the construction phase. With this article are two photographs taken f r o m  a  H S E  p r e s e n t a t i o n  - demonstrating that one designer has thought about preventing falls during construction.  

A sacrificial section of reinforcing mesh has been fitted as part of the construction process and once the concrete has been poured and the formwork struck, a temporary fall prevention arrangement has been fitted. Clearly the mesh should be sufficiently robust to take any imposed loads and the opening can be built up to the same surface level as the concrete floor by using packers and boarding.

This arrangement eliminates the requirement of temporary barriers that have to be maintained until the 

permanent works are installed. When the permanent works are started the sacrificial mesh is cut out in accordance with the safe system of work and method statement.    
This arrangement can also be used in service risers where openings are located above each other sometimes for several storeys.

W
hen I unpacked the 

camera it looked a little 

small compared to the 

size of the box, but as it 

turned out this little beauty packs quite 

a wallop. The first thing I did was read 

that it is water resistant to a depth of 3 

meters, I don’t plan on using it under 

water but maybe in the rain this can be 

useful.

It is also shockproof up to 1.5 meters so 

it would not be fair to drop it from the 

roof height, but then I took a self 

portrait and it did not explode so in 

that respect that was a sort of shock!

It fits quite easily in your pocket and 

seems to have a multitude of functions. 

Completely out of character, I did start 

to read the instruction manual and 

proceeded to set the time, date, and 

volume of pictures I thought I would 

need. I then took a  look at the bits that 

change from Scenery, to Close Up, 

Lighting Conditions, and a host of 

other functions, so its proving to be 

quite multi-functional covering just 

about all anyone would need on site or 

even on holiday.

The controls are quite easy to 

understand once you get used to the 

symbols, plus it carries its helpful 

instructions within a built-in guide, it 

also came with two batteries so one is 

on charge while you use the other. I 

have the “webmail” function on at the 

moment so this makes for easy e-mail 

quality sending making full use of the 

8.0 megapixels, ideal for attaching to 

reports back to head office.

First impressions are pretty good, now 

to check out the computer transfer and 

quality finish.

Putting this camera through its paces, I 

took seascapes, landscapes, and 

panoramic views, with emphasis on 

foreground or background all with 

great simplicity.

Close-up and fine detail with and 

without flash, the overall clarity was 

just fine, I even tried the movie 

function not that I have much need for 

the video aspects, but to prove a point 

that some of the crew on my site do 

actually move now and again, especially 

in the dash for a breakfast butty.

The most popular “Automatic 

Function” coped superbly with the best 

part of photographs that I required and 

retrieval on to desk top computer or 

even lap top computer gave no 

problems.

Selection of what you want to save, or 

what you want to discard is carried out 

quite simply on the camera as  with 

any requirement to zoom in and out. 

There are facilities to colour balance 

and lighten or darken shots if you feel 

inclined, I personally find these sort of 

functions work best on my main 

computer system. But the option is 

there as you wish.

I have been impressed with the battery 

life on this model, several days and a 

multitude of shots still going strong, 

built into the system is the automatic 

shut-off and power saving device.

Holding up to 190 photos and taking 

photographs under water makes it a 

virtual pocket battleship.

All in all the very compact size of this 

camera and all the functions packed in 

to it are very impressive. The Mju 850 

was easy to use, but then I did actually 

read the manual believe it or not, I 

must be getting the hang of this ‘multi 

tasking’ I keep hearing about...

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Product Test

My first impression, when looking at the 
top, was that it was stiff and would not 
be comfortable. Upon trying it on, 
however, I found it very well fitting and 
not at all uncomfortable. It looks smart 
and, as I dislike designer logos and fussy 
piping, I particularly liked the fact that it 
was plain. 

I have worn it to a football match, during 
the cold spell in January, together with 
my usual fleece and coat. I could have 
left off a layer as I was quite warm - so 
the top did make a noticeable difference. 
I have also worn it whilst digging the 
garden and found no discomfort from 
retention of perspiration.

It has been washed a couple of times and 
there has been no sign of any shrinkage, 
and comfort and fitting has remained 
good.  

The lack of pockets could be a drawback 
as, although most of the time it would 

be worn with a fleece or coat, it could 
well be worn by itself in milder weather 
and at least one pocket would be 
convenient.

I do not know what is recommended as 
the retail price, but, should I have the 
need for a garment of this type, I would 
be prepared to pay perhaps £20-£25.
